They are graduates of junior high schools in
Japan, returnee students from abroad who have studied in Japanese international schools or local schools,
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and children of foreign residents in Tokyo. Additionally, some of our students study in the International

Baccalaureate Course.
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General and Specialized Subject Areas
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Our curriculum consists of two areas: General Subject Areas and Specialized Subject Areas.

Specialized Subjects, including Foreign Languages, International Understanding and Theme Study,
are unigue in giving students a better international outlook.
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“Theme Study” is a comprehensive inquiry activity in which students investigate, conduct research, write a
paper on a topic of their choice, and then present their findings. While getting advice from the teacher in
charge, each student will work on two themes, one in the second year and one in the third year.

Theme study has been conducted since the founding of the school, and it is required to carry out indepen-
dent and voluntary activities outside the hours set by the schoal.
